The precept is a local tax, raised by all Town and Parish Councils on the island, and is an amount additional to the Isle of Wight Council’s council tax.  It is collected on Ryde Town Council’s behalf by IWC, but is purely under RTC’s control. 

In the light of the dramatic cessation of funding by IWC, with proposed cuts of £ 17.8 Million, we want to know which, if any, services you think we should help to finance.

This leaflet shows approximate costings for the various services under threat, the extra amount they would cost, what other councils on the island charged last year, and where your precept went.
